(copyright 2007), all  published by Wadsworth.  
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In addition, he has wri tten journal articles on taste-
aversion learning, the teaching of psychology, and other 
topics. A remarried widower, he has three chi ldren, two 
stepsons, and two grandchildren. When not working on 
something related to psychology, his hobby is 
birdwatching. 
 
Fred S. Kleiner 
Fred Kleiner is Professor of Art History and 
Archaeology and Chairman of the Art History 
Department of Boston Universi ty, where he has taught 
since 1978. Prior to that, he was a member of the faculty 
of the University of Virginia and a postdoctoral  fellow  at 
the American School of Classical Studies in Athens. 
Kleiner has won Boston Universi ty's Metcalf Award for 
Excellence in Teaching as well  as the College Prize for 
Excellence in Undergraduate Advising. From 1985 to 
1998, he served as Editor-in-Chief of the American Journal 
of Archaeology. The author of scores of peer-reviewed 
monographs and articles on Greek and Roman art, 
architecture, and numismatics, KleinerÕs research has 
been supported by the American Council of Learned 
Societies, American Philosophical Society, and John 
Simon Guggenheim Memorial Foundation. He is also 
the co-author of the 2001 Texty and M cGuffey 
prizewinning Art through the Ages.

Joseph F. Healey, author of  Race, Ethnici ty, Gender, and Class: The Sociology of Group Confl i ct  &  
Change: 
 
"My advice contains no surprises or secrets and, of course, reflects my personal experience within the discipline of 
sociology.  
  
¥ Pay close attention to the reviewers. You will  never please them all (and you shouldnÕt try) but responding to their 
cri ticisms, within the framework of your project, can pay huge dividends. The fi rst draft of this text was simply excoriated 
by the reviewers. They hated i t and, considering their criticisms objectively, they were right. I responded by putting the 
text aside and not touching it for 3-4 months. Then, after thoroughly licking my wounds, I started over from scratch and 
wrote a new draft guided by the criticisms. This was a painful and time consuming process, as I had to trash my original 
outline. However, the result was a revised draft that was stronger in every way (and, the reviewers liked i t). The fact that 
the text has stayed in print for four editions is a tribute to the strong foundation which I developed in response to those 
first devastatingly critical reviews. 
  
¥ Tel l  a good story. I know that this advice wonÕt apply to all  types of textbooks or disciplines and, unfortunately, it 
doesnÕt always apply to my own writing. Still , to the extent possible, I try to follow  some of the principles of a good novel.  
Wr i ting Race, Ethnicity, Gender, and Class provides multiple opportunities to tell Ògood storiesÓ that feature high drama, 
tragedy and pathos, and the best and worst of human capabilities (e.g., the origins of American slavery, the experiences of 
Native American tribes or immigrants). M ore than that, however, I consciously structured the text so that i t has a story-
like organization: a beginning, middle, and end. The fi rst six chapters lay out a conceptual framework which is then 
applied to case studies of a variety of American minority groups. The ÒendÓ comes in a summary last chapter that re-
states the main conceptual themes and brings the story to a close. I think (based on absolutely no evidence) that even 
readers who are unaware of the underlying structure benefit from this organization because i t presents the material in a  
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more accessible and logical format. 
  
¥ DonÕt try to explain everything. Again, this may be peculiar to sociology but i t is common for texts in my discipline to 
strive for an encyclopedic, multi-perspective approach that incorporates all  analytical  frameworks.  I consciously rejected 
this approach and strove to do more with less. That is, I  decided to use a minimal number of very powerful concepts and 
theories that I introduce early and use throughout the text Ð these ideas are the analytical  framework of the story I want to 
tell. I think that this approach increases the integri ty of the work and makes the material  much more coherent to the 
reader. 
  
¥ Be honest. Minority relations are enormously complex, sensitive, and controversial. No book can satisfy all points of 
view  (or, to put it differently, every book on this topic will  anger someone). My response to these challenges is to try my 
best to state the often ugly truths frankly and plainly and without extraneous editorializing. I try to provide a 
straightforward accounting of AmericaÕs often dismal history (studentÕs lack of know ledge about the past always 
surprises me) and to deal with current issues objectively and by focusing on the evidence provided by social science 
research literature. A lso, within the framework of telling a unified story, the text provides multiple points of view and 
incorporates many different voices in the flow of the narrative and in special  features such as boxed inserts presenting the 
real life experiences and debates on controversial  issues at the end of chapters." 

  
Christopher Hayashi , creator of  the CD-ROM to accompany James KalatÕs Biological  Psychology:  
 
ÒAs far as my reflections with regard to creating the CD-ROM , i t was indeed a challenge that was both time-consuming 
but highly educational. The biggest challenge was attempting to capture the authorÕs voice while at the same time, 
providing a logical yet comprehensive multimedia tool to accompany the text.   It became evident quite earl ier that my job 
entailed more than simply Òputting content on slidesÓ.  I realized that there is a certain pedagogy that one must consider 
when creating effective multimedia tools.  In order to create the best product possible, I had to put myself in the position 
of the student-learner, the one who ultimately be benefiting from my work. Oh, and did I mention i t was time-
consuming?Ó 
 
Elaine M . Hul l , author of  the study guide for James KalatÕs Biological  Psychology: 
 
¥ Study and write about subjects that fascinate you. Many people are interested in how brain function can go wrong.  I 
am fascinated by how i t ever goes right!  How do neurons in one part of the brain produce vision, while those in other 
parts process speech, produce skilled movements, or figure out the consequences of our actions?  
¥ Use everyday analogies. For example, regenerative ion flows in action potentials in a neuron are slower than local 
graded potentials.  The action potentials require individual ions to ÒswimÓ much of the length of an ion channel, whereas 
local graded potentials merely ÒelbowÓ similarly charged ions a short distance down the neuron. A lso, the three 
photopigments in our retinal cones are a bi t like tennis nets with different sized holes.  Those with large holes can catch 
large red foam balls (long-wavelength photons); those with medium holes can catch smaller greenish yellow  tennis balls 
(medium-wavelength photons); while only those w ith small holes can catch small, energetic blue marbles (short-
wavelength photons).  
¥ Use clinical examples.  Oliver Sachs has written numerous books describing people with various types of brain damage, 
resulting in interesting clinical symptoms, such as a woman who lost the abili ty to perceive motion after a stroke that 
damaged one area of her visual cortex.  
¥ Be compulsive and do your best.  Write, check, re-check, think, w ri te more, re-check.Ó 

 
Barbara Kaiser and Judy Sk lar Rasminsky, authors of  Chal lenging Behavior in Young Chi ldren: 
Understanding, Prevent ing, and Responding Effect ively: 
 
"Other authors will share tips about using the internet and wri ting software, about creating files for each topic or chapter 
when you fi rst begin to think about a book, about ways to keep abreast of new developments in your field. But I think I 
speak for both myself and my co-author Barbara Kaiser when I say that the best advice we can give to someone writing a 
textbook is to have a collaborator you trust. 
 
"In our case, we bring entirely different skills to our work together. Barbara has spent many years on the front lines of 
early childhood care and education, working directly with children and families; and she brings to our texts a wealth of 
specific examples and a wise understanding of the human and classroom elements. I  have a journalistic background, a  
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need to dig deep into a subject, and a passion for making things clear. I balance her natural optimism by being a 
pessimist. Even though we now live 1000 miles apart, we talk every day about everything we're thinking and writing, 
question one another ruthlessly, go back to sources again and again, and rewri te, rewrite, rewrite. When Barbara says a 
section belongs in the previous chapter, I  protest, but I give i t a try. When I say the research doesn't support her position, 
she backs offÑ or finds something to confirm i t. We push each other to search out new ideas, constantly trying to 
understand more. We are a team, and our books are the better for i t." 
 
James W. Kalat, author of  Biological  Psychology:  
 
"The key to winning the McGuffey longevity award is to wri te your fi rst edition when you are young, and then live a long 
time. The key to living a long time is exercise, good diet, and cowardice. Stay away from wars, barroom brawls, bungee 
jumping w ith a frayed cordÉ things like that. 
 
The second key to success is to work with good people. Elaine Hul l has been not only the author of the Biological 
Psychology study guide from the start, but also a source of excellent advice on the content of the text throughout. I t is a 
rare treat to find a researcher of her level of expertise who is wi lling to continue this kind of collaboration for so long. In 
the course of nine editions of Biological Psychology and eight of Introduction to Psychology I have worked w ith only four 
acquisitions editors. Some authors have faced more turnover in a year or less. I have been fortunate to have superb 
editors. The three who went on to other opportunities continue to be my close friends. 
 
A textbook author needs to balance contradictory personality traits. Just deciding you are capable of w riting a textbook, to 
tell the world what is true and important about some field, requires self-confidence bordering on arrogance. Then you 
need the humility to fol low the reviewersÕ advice to revise or delete sections that you liked so much. 
 
One more thing: I t is essential  to be in a department that regards textbook wri ting as a legitimate scholarly activity. Many 
universi ty departments are less than supportive. I  have been fortunate to be in a department that has encouraged and 
valued my wri ting." 
 
Fred Kleiner, author of  A History of Roman Art : 
 
ÒTwo of my bedrock principles are to explain everything clearly because I assume that the students reading my textbooks 
know nothing about the subject (and they usually don't) and to wri te with passion about the subject in order to convince 
readers that the material is worth mastering on the assumption that students have no interest in the subject (because they 
usually don't).Ó 
 
Gregory Lewbart, author of Invertebrate Medicine: 
 
"Invertebrate Medicine (Blackwell  Publishing, 2006) is the second veterinary text and fi rst comprehensive text I have edited. 
In 1998 the Self-Assessment Color Review of Ornamental Fish, a clinical case "quiz book" for veterinary students and 
veterinarians was publ ished simultaneously by Manson Publishing and Iowa State Press (now part of Blackwell). I 
learned a lot from both of these contributed works and hope the following tips and comments are helpful : 
 
¥ A strong interest in the subject matter is essential. This helps ensure the focus and drive necessary to keep the project 
moving despite inevitable setbacks and delays. 
¥ Work closely with your editors and publ isher, communicating clearly and often, even if  you may not have good news to 
share with them. 
¥ When working with contributors or co-authors, select these individuals carefully, and communicate well with them. In 
addition, don't be discouraged or disappointed if some potential  authors, including good friends, are unable to commit to 
your project. Several of my closest friends and col leagues were unable to wri te chapters for me. I appreciated their abili ty 
to say no, rather then say yes and be unable to produce quali ty material on time. 
¥ Read your contract in detail and look out for you and your contributors/ co-authors. I  was able to make some changes in 
mine (from the "boiler plate" version) without too much difficulty. Whi le I have not done this to date, hiring an author's 
attorney to review contract issues might be advisable. 
¥ Promote your book but w ithin reason (and there is probably a fine line to be recognized here). I  frequently donate my 
books to charity auctions, for example, but I  don't generally talk about my book when lecturing or giving other public  
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presentations. I'd rather leave this up to the publisher or moderator of a scientific/ presentation session. I  also worked 
closely w ith the marketing person assigned to my book regarding potential advertising and review venues. 
¥ Remember your teachers and mentors. While this may not be directly related to writing/ editing a quality textbook, 
we've all  had influential people in our l ives, and it's important to recognize them and share some of what they taught us 
with our own students and colleagues. 
 
Linda Nul l  &  Jul ia M . Lobur, authors of  The Essent ials of Computer Organizat ion &  Archi tecture:  
 
"So what makes an author successful?  First and foremost, i t is important to w ri te what you know! Figure out exactly 
what you want the students to be able to do once they have read your book, and then make sure the book shows them 
how to do it. We gathered exercises, problem sets, student feedback, and exam questions from over a decade of teaching 
computer organization and architecture.  These materials helped us focus on exactly what we wanted to achieve. And 
remember, there is no such thing as too many examples! 
 
Secondly, you have to have the luck of picking a subject that w ill be economically successful for the publ isher. You also 
have to have a publisher that is dedicated to producing high quali ty works. Good project management is essential, as is 
first rate copy editing and proofreading. Unfortunately, not all of these things fall into place for al l authors. 
 
Being a co-author brings i ts own set of dynamics to a project. Without a doubt, if  you're not working as a team -- pulling 
in the same direction -- you can derive li ttle joy from the work. We started this project as friends and have emerged from 
it as even better fr iends. We both contributed a distinct set of strengths. We respected our differences and bui lt upon 
them. M oreover, we were very fortunate that the areas in which we are equally skilled are those areas where we needed 
to work in tandem, such as in going through reams of copy edits and producing our index, always on a very 
aggressive production schedule." 
 
Wi l l iam Stal l ings, author of  Data and Computer Communicat ions: 
 
"I encourage feedback from students and professors by maintaining a web si te for each of my books. I also find that 
presenting the material to professional (as opposed to academic) audiences generates the type of feedback that is useful in 
clarifying the material." 
 
Mi chael Sul l ivan, author of  Col lege Algebra: 
 
ÒI was asked to write about authoring. ItÕs not so easy to describe or explain this activity. Authoring is a very 
private matter, done in solitude, away from distractions. 
 
Some days, after hours of trying, you give up and resign yourself to an empty page. Other times, the pages flow 
and then you forsake everything to see how far you can go. Sometimes this process goes through a family 
dinner and far into the night. Other times it begins with a wake-up call Ð an idea that jumps out at you in the 
middle of the night Ð that must be answered by getting up and writing. 
 
Ultimately, all this leads to chapters and the chapters turn into a book. And you feel complete and finally 
finished. Ironically, for textbook authors, the process never ends.Ó 
 
Frank  Wi lson, author of  Fini te Mathemat ics and Appl ied Calculus: 
 
"Writing a textbook is a tremendously challenging academic endeavor. It requires a substantial  investment of time and 
energy as well  as personal sacrifice. Yet despite the difficulty, textbook writing is deeply rewarding. Here are a few tips I 
found helped me: 
 
¥ Before writing a textbook, work as a freelancer for a publisher doing such things as proposal reviews, solutions 
manuals, final accuracy reviews, etc. These activities w i ll help you establish a relationship with your publisher and 
familiarize you with much of the publishing process. 
¥ Write for the student not the professor. Too many textbooks have so much technical jargon that they become virtually 
unusable for the novice student. 
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¥ Log your hours as you write. This will  help you project how much time it w ill take you to finish your text. M y first text 
took 2100+ hours from ini tial concept to published textbook over a 3.5 year period. 
¥ Negotiate as much financial support as possible from your publisher before signing a contract. The financial support of 
my publisher allowed me to cut my teaching load in half for one semester so that I  could focus intently on wri ting. 
¥ Celebrate writing milestones. A t times the writing wi ll feel like drudgery. Keep your enthusiasm high by taking time to 
celebrate milestone achievements. 
¥ Take a day off from wri ting once a week. For religious reasons, I avoid working on Sundays. I have found that taking 
Sundays off from my writing and other work allows me to reengergize and refocus. By M onday morning, my mind is 
fresh and my spiri t is renewed. 
¥ Enjoy the ride!Ó 
 
 
 

 
W I L L I A M  H O L M E S M C G UF F E Y  L O N G E V I T Y  A W A R D  ( ÒM C G UF F E Y Ó)  
  
The Text and Academic Authors Association ( TAA) created the M cGuffey Longevity Award (McGuffey) in 1993 to 
recognize textbooks and learning materials whose excellence has been demonstrated over time. To be nominated, a work 
must have been in print 15 years and still be selling. TAA designed the McGuffey, as well as the Textbook Excellence 
Award (Texty) because text materials did not have awards of their own. 
 
The awards bear the name of Wi lliam Holmes McGuffey, whose influential  primers, which fi rst appeared in 1836, helped 
bring the United States out of frontier il l i teracy. McGuffey' s Eclectic Readers, usually called simply McGuffey' s Readers, were 
in print until 1921. Today they remain available in commemorative editions. There are eight academic subject categories 
for the M cGuffeys: 
 
¥ Accounting, business and economics. 
¥ Communication, education and performing and visual arts. 
¥ Computer science and engineering. 
¥ Humanities and social  sciences. 
¥ Languages and literature. 
¥ Life sciences. 
¥ Math and stats. 
¥ Physical sciences. 
 
Judges consider making one award per category per year. College and K-12 books are judged separately. If  there are 
college and K-12 entries in all  eight categories, there is the potential for 16 M cGuffeys to be awarded each year -- eight in 
the college division and eight in the el-hi  division. If there are no entries in a category, there are fewer awards.  
 
Judges may decide no entries in a category deserve an award. The awards are open to TAA members and nonmembers. 
 
McGuffeys are presented at the annual TAA  Awards Banquet, held at the associationÕs annual conference in June. Each 
author, including co-authors, receives a plaque, as does the editor or publisher. Publishers may purchase gold Texty and  
McGuffey seals at a nominal fee to use in promotional materials. A lso, the McGuffey logo can be reproduced by the 
publisher for use in marketing materials.   
 
McGuffey entries are nominated by the publishers of the works, not the authors. An author can make the ini tial inquiry 
and "get the ball rolling," but it must be the publisher who does the nomination. The publisher submits six copies of the 
work and any ancillary and supplemental materials to TAA  headquarters for judging. The publisher pays a $300 
nomination fee to help offset TAA's costs.  
 
Judges are veteran authors in appropriate subject areas. Entries are judged by no fewer than three judges. Members of 
their panel of judges who have a directly competing work are asked to si t out. 
 
TAA  issues news releases on the awards to journals and publications and to other media outlets designated by each 
winner. The deadline for the nomination form and fee is October 15th. The deadline for TAA  to receive the books and any  
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ancillaries and supplements for judging purposes is December 1. These deadlines are somewhat flexible when dates fall on 
weekends. 
 
TEXTBOOK EXCELLENCE AWA RD (ÒTEXTYÓ) 
 
The Text and Academic Authors Association  (TAA) created the Textbook Excellence Award in 1992 to recognize current 
textbooks and learning materials. To be nominated, a work must carry a copyright date for the previous or current year. 
TAA  designed the award, called the Texty, because text materials did not have awards of their own. Entries are not 
limited to books but may include learning materials in all mediums. 
 
There are eight academic subject categories for Textys: 
¥ Accounting, business and economics. 
¥ Communication, education and performing and visual arts. 
¥ Computer science and engineering. 
¥ Humanities and social  sciences. 
¥ Languages and literature. 
¥ Life sciences. 
¥ Math and stats. 
¥ Physical sciences. 
 
Judges consider making one award per category per year. College and el-hi  books are judged separately. If there are 
college and el-hi  entries in all eight categories, there is the potential for 16 Textys to be awarded each year -- eight in the 
college division and eight in the el-hi  division. If  there are no entries in a category, there are fewer awards. Judges may 
decide no entries in a category deserve an award. The award is open to TAA members and non-members. 
 
Judges are asked to rank entries on a 1-5 scale in these criteria: 
¥ Interesting and informative. 
¥ Well organized and well prepared. 
¥ Up to date and appealing. 
¥ Teachabili ty. 
 
In addition, judges are asked to describe strengths and special  features that contribute to each work. Judges also are asked 
to describe weaknesses. In event of a tie on the rankings, these open-ended comments can assist the chief judge for each 
category in making a decision. The open-ended comments are made available to nominated authors, without judges being 
identified. 
 
Textys are presented at the annual TAA  Awards Banquet, held at the associationÕs annual conference in June. Each 
author, including co-authors, receives a plaque, as does the editor or publisher. Publishers may purchase gold Texty seals 
at a nominal fee to use in promotional materials. A lso, the Texty logo can be reproduced by the publisher for use in 
marketing materials. Texty entries are nominated by the publishers of the works, not the authors. An author can make the 
initial  inquiry and "get the ball  rolling," but i t must be the publisher who does the nomination. The publisher pays a $300 
nomination fee to help offset TAA's costs. 
 
Single Books. The publ isher submits six copies of the work and any ancillary and supplemental materials to TAA  
headquarters for judging. Exceptions:   
 
Series. The publisher submits two copies of a sample of the series, including two student editions and two teacher 
editions. If the work spans two or more grade levels, the sample should include two copies at a lower level and two 
copies at a higher level. Nominations may include a promotional brochure or package for the entire series to help judges 
under the scope of the program and components. Nominations are limited to three ancillaries that coincide w ith the grade 
levels that are submitted.  
 
Big Books. Big books may be entered only if they are stand-alone works that aren't derived from a core work. The 
publisher submits two copies. Big books are the oversize reproductions of pages from the core text, usually spiral bound 
and 24 by 36 inches for mounting on a classroom easel.
